Hampton-in-Arden’s Neighbourhood Plan 

You may be aware that Hampton-in Arden Parish is developing a Neighbourhood 

Plan. They are the first Solihull area to make such an application. One of the first 

steps is to define the area to be covered by the plan. Hampton-in-Arden Parish 

forms part of Bickenhill Ward in Solihull and covers an area that includes the 

village of Hampton-in-Arden and that part of the village of Catherine-de-Barnes 

lying east of the Grand Union Canal. 

What is a Neighbourhood Plan? 

The Localism Act 2011 introduced a new tier of neighbourhood planning which 

aims to give local communities a greater say in planning for the future of their 

area. Town and Parish Councils can choose to prepare a Neighbourhood Plan 

setting out policies which will steer decisions on planning applications and 

development.  

For Hampton-in-Arden, the Parish Council has the legal authority to create a 

Neighbourhood Plan after consultation with the community and submit it to 

Solihull Council for it to undertake the required checks, hold a referendum and 

approve the plan.  Once adopted the Plan will form part of the development plan 

for the area, informing decisions by Solihull Council. 

Hampton-in-Arden have drawn up a draft plan which can be found 

at  (http://www.hamptoninarden.org.uk/index.html)  It addresses several topics 

which include, employment, the natural environment and the green belt, 

recreation, housing, community facilities, roads and footpaths. 

A representative from Catherine-de-Barnes Residents’ Association has been 

invited to join the working party so we shall be able to keep you informed as the 

Plan progresses.

HOW CATNEY CELEBRATED THE CORONATION OF  

KING GEORGE V1 

12TH MAY 1937 

The whole village seemed to have been involved in this event.   A beautiful 
red white and blue programme with what looks like a hand painted portrait 
of the new King,  lists a President, a Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary and 
Assistant Secretary and a Treasurer, then goes on to list 53 Vice-Presidents 

and Subscribers including local companies as well as villagers. 

There were competitions for the best decorated house, a decorated cycle 
parade and various sporting events. 

The day began with an assembly in the school, complete with singing of the 
National Anthem and the presentation of medals. 

This was followed by a religious service and the presentation of flags. 

Community singing led to everyone gathering to listen to the Coronation 
itself on the radio at 11 am, perhaps this was broadcast via loud-speaker, 
but the programme doesn’t say – can anyone remember?  However, the 

programme does have a contingency plan of walking races, should 
something go pear-shaped with the broadcast! 

 
Lunch for the children was then provided followed by the first sitting of the 

adult lunch. 
A conjurer, and entertainment for the children kept them busy while the 2nd 

sitting of the adult lunch took place.

Hopefully, the children’s lunch had settled, as they were then involved in 

Maypole dancing and folk dances and at 3 pm the Sports programme began 
for everyone. 

 
Tea for the children was programmed for 5 pm with the presentation of 

Coronation mugs by Councillor Wright. 

                                                 
 
The adults then had their tea, followed by the presentation of the children’s 
prizes by Mrs Clews, Mrs. Shelvoke and Mrs Stanley. 
 
At 6.30 pm: The children gave recitations and sang National songs. 
At 7.00 pm:  There were presentations of Souvenirs, plus apples, oranges, 
sweets and biscuits. 
At 7.10 pm:  Another National Anthem was sung, this time for children. 
At 7.20 pm:  Back to the radio, to listen to a Round the Empire talk! 
And at 8 pm: Everyone listened to the King’s Speech (and we now all know 
how difficult that was for him!). 
More prize giving, this time for the best decorated house, best decorated 
bicycle and the adult races. 
 
Into the evening with more Community Singing, a Bonfire and Fireworks and 

a finale of; another singing of “God Save the King” at 11.30 pm.

The novelty children’s races were very patriotic – I would have loved to 
watch!  (A metre is 3.3 yards) 
 

1.  The National Salute for boys and girls aged 9-15 years.  A boy and girl 
walk abreast for 80 yards in military style and salute the Union Jack 
flag. (2 prizes) 

2. The National Salute over 60 yards for boys aged 4 – 8.   
3. The National Curtsey over 40 yards for girls aged 4 – 8. 

 
These were judged on dress effect, deportment, uniformity of step and 
precision in saluting.  All children had to be dressed in red, white and 
blue. 

 
Open events for over 16’s were : 
 
Thread and Needle!!!  Anyone know what this game entails? 
Egg and Spoon 
Apple and Bath (was this apple bobbing do you think?) 
Tilting the Bucket 
Tug of War (men only) 
 
The Walking races seemed to be very popular as these seemed to involve 
entrants walking all around the village! 
 
Events were open to all who received a Catherine de Barnes Coronation

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Written by Ben Macintyre –  A story of deception during World War 2. 

Ben Macintyre has written a number of books on the Second World War, is an Associate 
Editor and columnist for The Times newspaper. His wife Kate Muir who used to write 
delightful stories for the Sunday Times during their stay in Paris is now one of its film 
critics. 
 
Double Cross is a fascinating account of how some eccentric officials in MI5, came to 
control an even more eccentric group of foreigners to furnish inaccurate information to 
the German High Command for a number of years, which was accepted as valid and came 
to have a positive effect on the outcome of the Second World War. 
 
MI5 officers Luke, Wilson, Harmer, Astor, Sherer and Harris ran agents with names such 
as Tricycle, Brutus, Treasure, Garbo and Bronx, all masterminded by a very clever man T A 
Robertson who was aware from his contact with Bletchley Park that the Abwehr codes 
had been broken and German intelligence traffic could be read daily in the UK. 
 
Robertson also realised that after a very short time the British had gained control of all 
the agents sent from Germany, thus he was able to turn them into double agents feeding 
mostly inaccurate, or accurate low grade information to their handlers, mostly based in 
Spain. 
 
As this is a true story and the outcome of D-Day is known, the interest of the book lies in 
the bizarre mix of characters involved, their methods of working and personal problems 
their handlers had to overcome. The risk of discovery was ever present and substantial, 
and without the Bletchley Park translations would probably have been impossible, as the 
“authenticity” of the messages being passed could be checked by reading them as they 
passed up the line. 
The ultimate deception, was to try to conceal the date, location and size of the D-Day 
landings and that this was successful was due in no small way it would seem, to the 
Double XX department, making the story interesting and at times quite fascinating.
